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proper adaptation to various life situations and the ability to confront
crises and risks encountered. Results of psychological studies in this
field have shown that depriving a child of a sense of security during
their early developmental stages negatively impacts their natural
growth in subsequent phases. Schools play a prominent role in this
regard through the cognitive content provided by educational curricu-
la and various educational activities aimed at enhancing students’
psychological security.

This underscores the urgent need for school counseling services to
prevent and guide cases requiring intervention, particularly during
crises and disasters. In this context, we aim to shed light on the reali-
ty of school counseling services designed to strengthen students’ psy-
chological security amid crises and disasters. The goal is to adopt
preventive approaches and strategies that empower psychological and
educational professionals working in school environments to develop
effective preventive and counseling methods .
